"Responding to Domestic Violence: Looking Back, Looking Forward" 

Kris Billhardt, M.ED., ED.S. Director of Volunteers of America’s Home Free program since 
1994, has worked in the domestic violence movement for nearly three decades. Her 
accomplishments include development of a nationally recognized innovative program design, 
extensive training and technical assistance, and promotion of ethical communication policies and 
practices for use in human services settings. She served as an Executive on Multnomah County's 
Family Violence Coordinating Council for eight years, including two terms as its Chair, and was 
appointed to the Oregon Domestic and Sexual Violence Services Fund Advisory Council in 2002, 
currently serving as Vice Chair.  She represents the domestic violence provider community as an ex-
officio member of Oregon’s Ending Homelessness Advisory Council.
